Dystonia is a neurological disorder that causes muscles in the body to pull or spasm, affecting one or more parts of the body

Dystonia is the third most common movement disorder after Parkinson’s Disease and Tremor, affecting more than 300,000 people in North America. It is often misunderstood by the public and misdiagnosed by doctors. One-third of dystonia patients are children, but dystonia can affect anyone at any time.

It is not fatal, but it can be debilitating.

There is no known cure for dystonia.
Current treatments can vary in effectiveness.
